DVD to AVI with TV-Card & DVD-Decoder
Review :

Before the strong graphic cards like “Voodoo3” & “ATI Rage 128” , buying a DVD came

together with “DVD-Decoder Card” . That card helped to release the hard graphic & decoding 

work , while watching the DVD movie , from the computer CPU . 

But today because of the strong graphic cards , DVD usually is sold by without the Decoder Card . Unless you have “Home-Cinema” or “Receiver” and you want to use the Dobly-Surround/Digital option , without DVD-Decoder you can’t hear surround , only stereo . Most of the DVD buyers , prefer DVD without a Decoder Card , because they don’t need it .

So if you have “DVD-Decoder Card” and you want to convert from DVD to “AVI” file :

Tools you need :

1. “DVD”

2.   “DVD-Decoder Card”
3. “TV-Card”

4. “S-Video Cable” – A new standard of Video cable . (The cable heads look like “PS/2”)

5. “Audio Cable” – One side is 2 heads of “RCA” & other side is “headphones” head .

System requirements :

· Pentium II 300+ , AMD k-6 300+

· Graphic card at least with 8Mb

· Minimum 64MB RAM

Where to buy “S-Video Cable” or “Audio Cable” ?

( “S-Video Cable” you can easily find in any TV/Video/DVD/Stereo stores .

  Note : If you’ve got “Voodoo3 3000 with TV-out” probably you got with it the “S-Video Cable” .

Photo of the cable :
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S-Video Cable




Cable that has on both sides “S-Video” heads

( “Audio Cable” you can find in any electronic/video/stereo stores .

Photo of the cable :
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One side of the cable has 2 heads of “RCA” ,

the other side of the cable has “Headphones” head .
How much does it cost ?

“S-Video Cable” is about…….$9

“Audio Cable” is about…….…$4

Instructions :

1.   Connect the “S-Video Cable” to the “DVD-Decoder card” S-Video hole (output) ,

and to the “TV-Card” S-Video hole (input) .

Note : This , will pull the Video stream to the TV-Card capture program .

2.   Connect the “Audio Cable” to the “DVD-Decoder card” audio 2 holes “A” + “B” (output) ,

and to the “TV-Card” audio 1 hole “D” (input) .


Note : This , will pull the Audio stream to the TV-Card capture program .
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3.   Open your special DVD-Player software , you got with your “DVD-Decoder” .

This software support exporting the DVD movie to the TV , not just to the

computer monitor .

Enable it to the “TV-out” option . Don’t start the movie yet .

4. Open your “TV-Card” capture program , and ajust to“S-Video” in the “Source” option .
Start the movie . (Just to check if everything works)
5. You are now able to see and hear , the movie on you capture program .

6. Now , you have to ajust the right “framerate” “keyframe” “codec” “resolution” etc..

7. Start the movie again and press “Capture” .

Well , we finished ! 

I know ... very easy to explain , but i admit - pretty tough to execute .

More explanation about the process :

Those connections of , s-video & audio cables , pull the video & audio streams from

the DVD right to the TV-Card in analog way (but better coz “s-video” is professional)

The TV-Card capture software , is capturing the image and the sound , and off you go ...

Why this way ?

Well , think !!

DVD’s are encrypted & their movie “VOB” files are big , and it takes at least 20 hours

of computer work (and headache) to convert to AVI file . Without talking about the sync problems , multiplexing and some more ...

Comparing to my converting way (of course if you have the required equipment) ,

It takes no more than the movie duration , and more additional adjustments & connecting jobs that takes several minutes .

Did I try this , or it’s my theory ?

To all of the people that asked me this stupid question : YES! YES! YES!

I did try it , and it did succeeded .
