Converting DVD Videos to DivX Videos       (The Easy Way) by Weezul
Ok, this guide is here to show how EASY it is to convert a DVD Movie, into a DivX file, that can be played on almost any Windows PC. Once you have learned how to do it once, it becomes easier and you can just copy any DVD in only 2 overnight sessions. (It seems long but it isn’t really)

To start, you will need 4 programs, used in this order -

Nimo Codec Pack- Makes sure you can convert the DVD to DivX. http://www.btinternet.com/~nimosiro/
SmartRipper- Removes all copy protection from VOB files and copies them to the                    Hard Drive. http://www.riphelp.com/downloads/smart-ripper.html
DVD2AVI- Converts the VOB files (the movie!) to AVI and WAV.

VirtualDub- Joins the AVI and WAV files together to make the finished article.

(1) Installing Nimo Codec Pack (5 Mins)
Ok, very straightforward, lust download it, and execute it. Follow the instructions about not installing G400, and so on, and just keep clicking next. Once installed, you do not need to worry about it again.

(2) Using Smart Ripper (20 mins depending on DVD Drive)
Before We Start, make a Folder on your desktop called ‘Temp DVD’ or something like that. This is where all files will go until the final file.

Download SmartRipper and start the main program, SmartRipper.exe. Once it has authenticated your DVD, you will see this:

As you can see, the program has all ready found the main movie on the disk, highlighted. Make sure it is correct, using the back of the case to check playing time. There is no need to change any options as they are all set up ok. Once you have found the correct Title, go to the bottom, where it says Target and choose the folder you made on the desktop and any file name. Once you have done that, go to Stream Processing. Make sure you choose:

Just 1 Audio Track

Just 1 Video Track

And NO Subtitles or anything else.

Also, choose Direct Stream Copy, on the right.

Make sure everything is correct like this picture, and then choose Start
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After pressing start you will see this:
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As you can see it is removing protection and copying to the hard drive. Look at remaining time to see how long it is going to take. 

Once, a message appears, saying RIP Complete press OK and exit Smart Ripper. You will not need the original DVD again now.

(3) DVD2AVI (up to ! 15 ! Hours on slow machines. Overnight Task 1)
Next, download DVD2AVI and extract all the files somewhere on your Hard Drive. Open DVD2AVI and you will be presented with this:
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Go to File/Open and find your .VOB files you just ripped by clicking ADD. Only select the first one, the one that ends in _1. Then, all the others will automatically be added. Then Click OK. After that, make sure you have selected Audio/Output Method/Decode to WAV. Check your settings before you get ready to convert. 

To Convert: Choose File/Save AVI and save the files in your Desktop TEMP folder. Once, that is done, a compression box will appear. [image: image5.png]Compressor Ok
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Make sure you choose Xvid MPEG-4 Codec, and click Configure then Advanced Options then Deinterlacing so that output is not liney. Then, click OK and the process will begin.
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As you can see, the Remaining Time is over 10 hours, and this is on a 533 MHz PIII. So, start the process at night, turn off the monitor, and go to sleep.
(4) Joining Using VirtualDub (About 8 hours on slow machines, Overnight Task 2)

Ok, so this is the final step to a copied DVD. Open VirtualDub from its zipped file and you are presented with this:
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So, go to File/Open Video File… and choose the file that DVD2AVI outputted. It will end in .01.avi. Once it is open go to Video and select Full Processing Mode. Then, go to Audio and select Full Processing Mode. After that, go to Audio/WAV Audio… and browse for the Audio outputted by DVD2AVI. 
Now comes the compression details.

For Audio, go to Audio/Compression… and use these settings:
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That is: MPEG Layer-3, at 64kBit/s. You could make it higher for higher quality

Next, there are two things you need to specify about the video. Go to Video/Filters… and choose Add. After choosing that, choose Resize, and use these details (the default) Click OK, then OK again. 
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Next, choose Video/Compression…

And use these settings:
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There is no need to click Configure as the settings are optimal already. 

 Now you are ready for the final conversion.

Choose File/Save as AVI… and put the filename as something like FINAL.AVI.

Ignore this message (Below) and click YES. 
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Next, this is what you are presented with. 
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Again, turn off the monitor, and say goodnight.

When you come back to the PC, that window will have disappeared and you will be back at the main VirtualDub Screen. 

Open your Final file in Windows Media Player and check if it works and its size. If the size is below 650MB and it plays fine, SUCCESSS!!!!!! You have copied a DVD! Now repeat it for every one you get your hands on!!!
N.B- If you are to distribute the file, it will be handy to place Nimo Codec Pack with the file, to make sure it plays. 
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
